33/09 Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr. D. Keeble.

34/09 Minutes of last meeting : 11™ February 2009
The Minutes were signed as a correct record.

35/09 Matters Arising & Action List

The actions carried out on the Action List were NOTED.

Min. 29/09: Cllr. Hickmore stated that the reply from the VWHDC regarding
amortisation was unhelpful in the context of the Corn Exchange. Cllr. Cox
suggested that the Vale’s Solicitor should be asked to address this issue during the
contract negotiations, and ClIr. Hickmore suggested that the Council’s Auditor be
contacted for advice.

36/09 Declarations of Interest
No declarations of interest were made.

37/09 Public Question Time & Public Speaking Time
No questions had been received and there were no members of public present.

38/09 County Councillor’s Report
C/Cllr. Mrs. Heathcoat had submitted a written report, which was NOTED.



39/09 District Councillors’ Report

D/Cllr. Cox tabled a written report, which was NOTED, and he highlighted the
following issues:

Level of Affordable Housing: This has been increased from the government level of
25% to 40%. The Conservative Group had challenged this increase, particularly in
the light of the current economic climate, because they believed it was unachievable.
Thames Water Proposed Reservoir: The planning application has been postponed for
5 years to enable further study based on new evidence and Environment Agency
criteria.

CllIr. Hickmore asked how the Vale’s Development Control Committee had justified
their decision to approve the application for an amended access road to the
development at 18 Coxwell Road. Cllr. Wise, who had attended the meeting, thanked
D/Cllr. Barber for his support on this matter, but stated that the Committee seemed
unwilling to listen to the objections from neighbours, the Town Council and
Oxfordshire Highways, and seemed generally disinterested in the application as a
whole.

D/ClIr. Mrs. Thompson gave a verbal report which highlighted a problem with car
parking at the Leisure Centre by students from the Community College. The Leisure
Centre were considering issuing their members with parking permits to try and
resolve the problem. Cllr. Price stated that there was a similar problem with students
parking their cars in Fernham Road and moped riders using the road as a short cut
from the A420.

40/09 Chairman’s Activity Report

Cllr. Gillman gave a verbal report, during which he paid tribute to the excellent
turnout of Faringdon people for the repatriation of 3 soldiers killed in Afghanistan as
it passed by on the A420 towards Oxford. He stated that only 2-3 hours notice had
been received and suggested that, in future, Faringdon.org should be asked to post a
notice on their website.

41/09 Reports from Committees

Planning & Highways : 1 0" February & 3" March

The Minutes of 10" February were NOTED.

Cllr. Leniec expressed his surprise at the one of the grounds for objecting to
GFA/19649/3 - Objection (c).

Cllr. Hickmore reported on the meeting held on 3" March, as the Minutes were not
yet available. He stated that a further four documents had been submitted by
VWHDC regarding the Core Strategy, and he would provide a précis for the next
P&H meeting.

Venues : 10™ March

Cllr. Price stated that the meeting had centred around two debates, firstly the future
location of the TIC and Town Clerk’s offices and, secondly, future plans for the Corn
Exchange and Pump House. He stated that an offer had been received from a
Faringdon resident, who was well qualified in the building industry, to advise the
Council on any work required to Council buildings free of charge.

Cllr. Price stated that a suggestion had been made to borrow funds for the
refurbishment of the Corn Exchange in anticipation of the receipt of S.106 funds.
Cllr. Leniec pointed out that it was the responsibility of the Venues Committee to
decide the work which needed to be carried out, and the Finance Committee’s
responsibility to obtain the funding.



42/09 The Corn Exchange

Members received advice from the Council’s Solicitor regarding the wording of
Clause C of the conditional contract for the transfer of the Corn Exchange to the
Town Council. Both the Venues Committee and the Finance Committee had already
considered the Solicitor’s suggestion and neither could see why the existing wording
would be so problematic. Cllr. Leniec proposed that the Clerk should write to the
Solicitor thanking him for his advice, and ask the Vale’s Solicitor to draw up the draft
agreement including Clause C, and this was seconded and CARRIED.

The Clerk stated that it would be a good
opportunity to publicise the awards in the next Council newsletter, which would be
published either in April or May. Cllr. Leniec expressed his concern at the costs of
implementing such a scheme, which had not been considered by the Finance
Committee, and also on the workload of the staff.

CllIr. Hickmore suggested that Council could agree to the scheme, in principle, at this
meeting and ask the Clerk and Mrs. Thurston to prepare a report for the next Finance
Committee meeting. This was seconded and CARRIED.

47/09 Risk Assessment 2008/09
Members received the Risk Assessments, which had been approved by the respective
Committees, and these were APPROVED.

48/09 Correspondence

An email from Age Concern London outlining a scheme for the re-use of redundant
computers by elderly clients was highlighted. Cllr. Leniec proposed that Council
policy should be to donate its redundant computer equipment to a charity, including
Age Concern, provided any information was properly wiped from the hard disk. This
was seconded and CARRIED.
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
